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*Please be prompt.  Latecomers can be very distracting to children.  
If you are late, please come in quietly and join in.  I am unable to wait for latecomers.  I WILL start classes on time.  

*Please consider washing your child’s/children’s hands before class.  I also have hand sanitizer and tissues available at all times.

*Please leave all toys, blankets, drinks, coats, purses, etc., out of reach or in the car.  We want to focus on the music during class, not these items.  Home Materials are not needed in class.  

*I hope that you will get to be friends with other families in our class, and that you’ll want to meet before and after. I know music class is a social time for many caregivers, but PLEASE LEAVE THE CHATTING FOR BEFORE AND AFTER CLASS! Talking during class is disruptive, distracting (for the children, other caregivers and the educator) and sets a bad example for your child.
*Summer Family Classes are child/caregiver classes.  It can be a ratio of 1:2 or 1:3 or 2:2 or 2:3 or 2:4, etc
*Adults are needed to participate enthusiastically.  Be a kid!!  We sing, move, play instruments, make noises, listen, etc.  Relax and have fun.  You are required to participate.  

*Have yourself and child/children dressed in clothing suitable for moving around.

*If your child/children becomes restless or upset, please take him/her for a brief walk outside of the class to calm down, then return to class.

*The classes are designed for self-discovery.  Let your child/children feel free to safely explore the musical environment.  There is no right and wrong here!

*Help your child/children respect the property of the class.

*Listen to the CD (you legally can make one copy) and please do home activities as listed in the Folder or Handouts.  Part of the class is doing musical activities at home with the family.  This will support the musical and developmental learning in class.  Make it a fun!!  

*Have child/children fed and well rested for class.

*Stay home if child or adult are ill.

Observant Learner -The observant learner will need to watch an activity often, before they are able to perform the activity.  Parents continue to be active, gently encouraging active participation, but not forcing.  

Active Learner - The active learner has to physically be moving and may not be mature enough yet, to sit still for an activity.  Let child move, as long as they are not distracting the classroom environment.  

Over-stimulated child - The over-stimulated child is overloaded by watching all of the other children, hearing the music, and moving quickly from activity to activity.  Because they are overloaded, they cannot physically participate.  If you feel the need to step out for a moment, please do so and come back.  

Curious and perceptive child - The curious and perceptive child may think that every little lint ball on the floor needs his attention and is easily distracted!  The parent can gently guide their attention to the activities at hand.

The first couple of weeks are the "warming up" stage.  If a child is an active learner, they will participate more after a couple of weeks.  If they are an observant learner, they may not.

Parent participation absolutely essential!  Children will learn by watching you!

Positive Class Experience - is created by not pushing a child into doing the activities, but instead to encourage it.  If the children are doing the activities at home, they are benefiting from the Kindermusik program.  Home participation is much more important than class participation!
